IMPORTANT GENERAL INFORMATION REMINDERS

Safe Arrival / Student Absences: On days when your child will be late or absent, please let us know. Our Safe Arrival number is 1-833-582-6940. The only option to select is ‘Absent with Notification’. Select this for an Absence or late arrival. When your child arrives late, the office will update their attendance. 

Students who arrive after their class line has entered the building must come to the office for a late slip. 

Pre-Primary students are to be dropped off at the Pre-Primary door. Please ring the bell on the wall near the PP lineup door and staff will come out to meet you. 

Allergy Alerts / Medication: We have numerous students and staff with severe allergies to food and scents. Please refrain from wearing scents when in our school and keep in mind nut products cannot be sent to school. If your child has a severe medical condition and/or requires prescription medication to be taken while at school, please contact the main office for the necessary documentation and procedural information.
